DEUTERONOMY 4:2
Beloved Jewish Friends, peace and God’s blessings be upon you and yours!  May this program benefit you spiritually, and bring praise to God, the God of Israel, who said: “You shall be holy, for I The Eternal, your God, am Holy.”  

The Hebrew Christian Witness, which presents this program each Sunday, is a non-denominational, independent, unaffiliated ministry to make known to Jewish people first the God of the Jewish bible, and its full truth. In the message that follows, Sephardic Hebrew, and Jewish (Yiddish) shall be spoken.  The subject of the message is: Verse Two of Chapter Four in the Book of Deuteronomy; speaker: Mike Perl, P-e-r-l.

Small is the number of Jewish people that do not hold in high esteem the Law of Moses, given to the people of Israel by God centuries ago.  The Law requires compliance with all of its’ commands for salvation of one’s eternal soul, which consists of six hundred and thirteen commandments which he must observe.  Jewish people who set aside obedience to these commands give various reasons for their action.  Some claim that the age in which we live has made them obsolete.  Others state that it is a physical impossibility for them to honor the commands.  Another group states that it would work a financial hardship to obey them.  Still others contend that the Bible has been superseded by the Talmud which changes certain commands.  As a matter of fact, numerous are the reasons which can be given for the addition to the commands, or for the diminution of them – for the adding to or taking from the Law.  Our Jewish Bible, however, forbids action of either kind!

In verse two of chapter four of the Book of Deuteronomy, said verse being a very part of the Law of Moses, God, the God of Israel, commanded, quote: “You shall not add to the Word which I command you, nor shall you diminish aught from it, that you may keep the commandments of the Lord your God which I command you.” End of reference.  Herein the Eternal God speaks, and in language simply understood says that no Jew is either to increase or to decrease the nucleus of the spiritual commandments, the number of the commandments.  Further, the One, True Living God makes it clear that no change of any kind is to be made in the nature of the commandments!  This was to be the case not only in the time of Moses, not only during the centuries that followed, but also this is to be the case in this very day!  In other words, God Himself has declared to us Jewish people, “regardless of the date, here are my commandments whereby you should live that you may be holy as I am holy.”

Thus it is to be recognized that no commandment is to be altered in any way whatsoever!  It is to be understood that for no historical, social, political, economic or religious reason – for no reason whatsoever is the Jewish person, to whom was given the Law, to tamper with God’s Holy Law.
If one can neither add to nor take away a single word from the Law, then perfect compliance and complete obedience to the Law is the over-all commandment of the Holy One of Israel.  In a number of places in the Law, God emphasizes that He expects, demands, and commands such action from the people of Israel.  Moses said, “The Lord commanded US to do all these statutes, and it shall be accounted righteousness to us, IF we observe to do all these commandments.” Deuternonomy 6:24-25.
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God not only commands that all of His commandments are to be obeyed, but also He made it clear that it is most serious, fatal even eternally, to disobey any of them!

In the Law it is written, quote: “condemned is he that executes not the words of this Law to do them.” Deuteronomy 27:26.  This was spoken by God Himself!  The sense here is not that some of the words of the Law – that some of the commandments of God are to be obeyed unto execution, but that all – that every one of them is to be thusly honored!  God, the One True Living God of Israel, declared that no Jewish person is either to add to or to take away even a single word from the Law!  He , the Eternal, perfect, Holy One of Israel, further decreed that any person who fails to carry out His commandments in full is condemned – not shall be condemned, but is condemned and is condemned of The Lord who is able to punish both the body and the soul! Forever!

Is this, then, the basic purpose of our Jewish Law, that a vengeful Lord might chastise His people?? Or is the basic purpose of the Law that a dictatorial God might dominate His subjects??  No indeed, it is neither of these unwarranted accusations!  The basic purpose of our Jewish Law is that we Jewish people, together will all human kind, might be given the knowledge of sin!  The principal point of the Law of Moses is that we might see ourselves as sinners in need of a Savior!  Our Jewish Law, shows us that we are unholy, imperfect and sinful whereas God demands that we be holy, perfect and sinless!  Hence, we should see that we are in need of a Savior – that we need to be saved from the judgment of God upon us because of our failure to keep the commandments of God!  You might think that you do not need a Savior, but your thinking does not alter the fact that God says that you need to be saved!  In fact, God says, “Look to me and be saved.” Isaiah 45:22
Would you argue that your good deeds offset your bad deeds??  God says in our Jewish Bible: “Your goodness is a morning cloud, and as the early dew that passes away.”  Your good deeds, therefore, no matter how numerous, cannot save you!  Would you contend that you are righteous??  In our Jewish Bible, which is the Holy Word of the Holy God, God says, quote: “There is no man who does not sin.”  Dare you say that you have not broken any one of the six hundred and thirteen commandments that a Jewish person is supposed to obey in the Land of Israel??  Indeed your character cannot save you!
You cannot save yourself!  Who then can save you??  Only God can save you!  And so He declares in our Jewish Bible, “There is no other God beside me, a just God and a Savior, there is none beside Me.”  No place in our Jewish Bible is it written that man can save himself.  Repeatedly God reveals that He and He alone is the Savior!

Now what about the fact that the Holy New Testament, prophesied by the God of the Old Testament through the holy prophet, Yermeyah (Jeremiah) in chapter 31, verses 31-34 of his forth telling, presents Y’shua, Jesus the Nazarene, who lived on our Earth about 2000 years ago, as the Savior??  Since our Jewish Bible states that nobody other than the God of Moses, the God of Israel can be the Savior, is Y’shua, Jesus another Savior, and thus no Savior at all?  No, the Holy New Testament does not present another Savior in the person of Y’shua, Jesus, but rather it makes known that God, the God of Israel, the God of us Jewish people, was and is the only Savior in the person of Y’shua, Jesus the Nazarene!  The Holy New Testament reveals that The One, True, Living and Holy God, the Holy One of Israel, took on human form in the person of Y’shua, Jesus.  Thus Jesus was and is God!  Jesus was and is 
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Israel’s Savior!  Jesus was and is the Savior of us Jewish people!  Jesus was and is the Savior of all human kind!  Jesus was and is the only Savior.
In accordance with our Jewish sacred Scriptures, Y’shua, Jesus was born of the virgin.  God was His Father; He had no human father(!) in the person of the Holy Spirit.  Thus Y’shua, Jesus was born without sin and without a sinful nature.  He was reared under our Jewish Law.  He kept the Law perfectly!  He is the only One who ever did and nobody else does!  He magnified the Law!  He fulfilled the Law!  He became our Savior when God His Father, about 2,000 years ago in Yerushalayeem (Jerusalem) placed upon Him, God the Son, the iniquity (sins) of us all.  Jesus died on the cross, voluntarily as a korban (sacrifice) in Jerusalem, Israel, in the fulfillment of prophecy.  He bore the penalty of our sins because we failed to keep the Law of Moses, in its’ entirety!  The penalty for sin not atoned for by the ordained blood sacrifice, is death, temporal and eternal separation from the true congregation of Israel, from the true congregation of Jewish believers. Jesus, Y’shua, the Nazarene poured out His Life’s sinless blood unto death as the sacrifice for our sins, our violations of the commandments of God in order that we might not be cut off from heaven.  He saved us when he died for us voluntarily! Herein is love!  He laid down His life, His sinless blood unto death, that there might be a blood sacrifice for Jew, Jewtile and Gentile, for every person.

Y’shua, Jesus is not a dead Savior today.  Our Jewish Bible shows that our Savior must be slain on account of our transgressions of Torah and that He must rise from the grave, 3 days later!  Lowered from the cross on which He died, Y’shua, Jesus, was laid in a tomb from which He rose three days later!  Then He was seen on at least twelve different occasions by hundreds of Jewish people of that time. Y’shua ate, walked and talked with the people of that time and they walked and talked and ate with Him.  Then He was seen to ascend bodily into Heaven where today, God says in His Holy Word, He lives!  And from there, God says, that He, Jesus is able to save them eternally, completely that come by Him – by God the Son – to God the Father.

If you would be saved, from death, hell and World War Three, beloved Jewish, Jewtile, Gentile friend, you must either keep the six hundred and thirteen commandments of the God-given Law of Moses to the letter, in the Land of Israel, or you must accept the God-given sacrifice, Y’shua, Jesus!  Remember, The God of Israel said: “You shall not add to the Word which I command you, nor shall you diminish aught from it.”  Condemned is he that executes not the Words of this Law.
You know that you have not kept the Law.  You know that you cannot keep the Law.  You know that you do not keep the Law!  Now will you let your failure to obey the Law keep you out of heaven?  Will you let your sins keep you separated from God eternally?  This need not be the case for you!  If you will turn to Y’shua, Jesus, the Nazarene, ben Elohim, Son of God, Savior, Meshiach (Messiah) and accept His sacrifice as your own sacrifice, He will save you!  His blood will wash away your sins!  He will give you the gracious gift of eternal life in heaven, and the blessings of a glorious life on Earth while you are en route to heaven!  There is a heaven and you can know that you are going to it.  It is even a gift to you by receiving the One that went to the cross Y’shua ha Meshiach, Jesus the Messiah, Y’shua ha Meshiach, Jesus the Savior, who went to the cross voluntarily about 2,000 years ago in Jerusalem when His Father  placed upon Him, Sinless Son, the sins, the violations of the commands of God and He washed them away  in His sinless blood.  He was buried in a borrow tomb, even as the Scripture revealed, but on the 
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third day when He was supposed to arise, from the grave, He did.  Y’shua, Jesus, walked, talked and ate with the people and was seen by hundreds and hundreds.  Then He ascended into Heaven, where now the Holy Word of God says He is seated by the right Hand of God, His Father, that whosoever believes in Him shall be saved.  Saved means to receive the gift of Eternal Life, saved means that heaven will be your eternal home, saved means that you will never go to hell, saved means that you become a child of God by salvation as well as by creation. The decision is up to you!  The choice is yours!  Your action determines your eternal home!  With your whole heart, might, mind and soul, call upon the God of Israel, the God of us Jewish people, and ask Him to show you whether or not Jesus is your personal Savior!  Do so right now.  Pray with all of your heart, “Lord Jesus, Y’shua, blessed Savior, Messiah and Lord, if you went to the cross to forgive me of my sins, to save my eternal soul, please come into my heart and give me faith to believe it!  Amen.”
If you are without Adonai Y’shua, the Lord Jesus, as your Savior, right now through prayer will all your heart, soul, might and mind invite Him into your heart to be your Savior.  If He is in your heart because you have called upon Him at some other time, then tell others about the Loving, Living Savior God that He is.
